Health Professions Scholarship Program (HPSP)

Why begin your professional life over $120,000 in debt?  The HPSP scholarship affords qualified students the ability to complete dental school at no cost to them; no tuition payments, no lab fees, no costly equipment, no expensive reference books to purchase.  In addition, students receive a stipend of over $1020 every month.  Newly accepted, and D1/D3 year dental students may apply.

Competitive Profile:

- Undergraduate GPA of 3.3 or better

- DAT score of 18 or higher

- Favorable references from undergraduate professors and science faculty

- Must be a U.S. Citizen

The Health Services Collegiate Program (HSCP)

Are you graduating in 2002 or 2003?  This program is an excellent scholarship-type program.  If accepted, you’ll receive over $1950/month (gross) up to 24 months, plus the allowances and full benefits of an active-duty military member including medical/dental benefits, vacation time, and time in the program counts towards pay.  Students take no military classes or have any extra-curricular commitments other than to keep their grades high.  During this program, students can be promoted and make more money.  Sophomores apply now! 
Competitive Profile:

- GPA of 3.0 (may be waived to 2.8 but student must attain and maintain 3.0)

- Standing in upper half of class

- Favorable references from clinical faculty

- Must be a U.S. Citizen
The Dental Student Program

The Dental Student Program is a one to four-year program that guarantees the student a job in the Navy Dental Corps upon graduation.  Although it is not a scholarship, your time spent in dental school is applied towards pay, and promotion.  As a result, Dental Student Program participants are the highest paid dentists when they graduate.  For someone who participates during all four years of dental school, their starting salary will be approximately $8000/year higher than the HPSP student.  In addition, under the Dental Student Program, you can apply for any scholarships available and may be eligible for the $30,000 accession bonus, paid upon completing dental school and starting practice in the Navy as a Dental Officer.

- GPA 3.0 or better (lower GPA will be considered)

- Favorable references from clinical faculty

- Must be a U. S. Citizen
