Hi my name is _________________.  I am the Navy’s Medical Program Manager for the State of Iowa.  I would like to congratulate you on the pending completion of the educational venture that has taken you 20+ years to complete.  

 In talking with a few students from your class I know that loans of over $100,000 to $150,000 for your education are common.  I also know that a loan that size can double when paying it off over 10 or 15 years.  It is not uncommon to see a $150,000 loan turn into over a $225,000 payoff.  

I have a way to assist with that huge debt that has occurred.  It is called the Navy Financial Assistance Program.  If you plan on going on to a residency then this program may be of interest to you.  The program, provided you qualify and are selected, will pay you a lump sum each year of your residency of $23,924 and monthly stipends of $1131.  This equals $37,496 per year (this amount goes up each year with an inflation factor).  During this program you still receive any civilian residency pay that goes with your program.  Also, you do not have any military commitments during your residency.  No drill weekends or lost summers, etc.  When you are finished with your residency you will join the Navy, attend Officer Indoctrination School in Newport Rhode Island for 5 weeks, and continue to practice in your trained field.  This will give you time to hone your skills and enjoy life as you earn and take a month off each year and enjoy your surroundings.  (Most bases are on oceans or gulfs in warm climates.)

Therefore, a three-year residency would make you approximately $112,000 to help defray the loans or to be used as you desire.  You would owe the Navy month for month for your participation plus an additional year.  Therefore, a three-year residency would be a four-year commitment.  However, you again would practice in your residency-trained field. The salary you would receive during your commitment depends on your specific residency choice; therefore, if you are interested I could figure the salary for you.

The Navy allows you to practice dentistry and be in control of your patients.  You don’t have to worry about all the hassles of running your own office and someone else dictating your care plans.  If you are interested please contact me for further information.
