VEHICLE MANAGEMENT

Traffic Safety Program is a CNO special interest item.

Has the LSO ensured that each case of domicile-to-duty usage is requested and approved in advance by the supervisor and properly documented in a domicile-to-duty log?  

Yes, it is the LSO and vehicle coordinator’s responsibility to ensure all supervisors designated by the CO to authorized domicile-to-duty turn in a monthly log (negative reports are required).   

Has the NRD established an aggressive Traffic Safety Program?  

The NRD CO shall appoint an individual best capable of implementing the Traffic Safety Program.  This individual will serve as the Chairman of the Traffic Safety Council.  Quarterly traffic safety council meetings will take place with minutes of such meeting being reported to the Traffic Safety Coordinator of the next level of the chain of command.  For more information review CNRCINST 4400.1, paragraph 816-820.  

FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT / BUDGET PLANNING

Its that time of year.  We are enclosing copies of budget worksheets.  These particular worksheets are not required.  You may have your own.  Use what you think works best for you.  

Has the NRD ensured the CO has reviewed all required end of month budget reports?  

COMNAVCRUITCOMINST 7132.2B (page 2-8) has a listing of current reports requiring CO’s signature.  This policy has recently been revised.  Do you have this at your command?    

Has the NRD ensured Unfunded Requirements are identified during the budget process, updated throughout the year and funded, if possible, through reprogramming, mid-year review or end of year funding availability?  

Unfunded Requirements are identified during the budget process.  They must be updated throughout the year.  COMNAVCRUITCOMINST 7132.2B (page 2-5) explains in more detail on unfunded requirements.
