To qualify for FAP you must:

- be a U. S. citizen


- be under the age of 40 and in good health


- have graduated from an AMA or AOA approved medical school in the 

U. S., Canada, or Puerto Rico

- be enrolled in an AMA or AOA approved GME program specialty deemed

eligible by the Secretary of the Navy

The Navy’s Financial Assistance Program will pay you over $33,800 a year in addition to your residency salary.  Once you complete your residency, you come work for us in your specialty.  Your active duty obligation to the Navy is year for year plus one.  For example, 3 years in FAP (that’s $101,400!!!) requires only a 4 year obligation. 
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
