How does the Scholarship work?

If selected, the Navy will pay your full tuition, books, and all related fees at an AMA or AOA accredited medical school in the U. S.   You must be a U. S. citizen and in excellent health to qualify.  After graduation, you’ll be commissioned as a Lieutenant in the Navy Medical Corps with the prestigious opportunity to serve your county.

Students starting medical school now need to apply as soon as possible to be eligible for a 3-year scholarship.  Do not wait!  Scholarships are awarded on a rolling basis starting in October.

Scholarship students serve one year of active duty in the Navy Medical Crops for each year of scholarship participation.  Time spent in internship or residency does not count toward your active duty obligation.
