Additionally you earn 30 days vacation/yr and receive FREE medical and dental care while in the program.  Your job is merely to be the best student you can be.  This is not a ROTC program!  Upon completion of your degree, you will be commissioned as an officer in the Navy.

During your professional practice in the Navy, you'll enjoy choosing locations such as Southern California, Florida, Hawaii, Washington, or New England, just to name a few.  

THE CAREER

Whether you accept a scholarship or are just considering the Navy as a career opportunity, you can expect the following job experiences:

An EHO is a public health specialist, analogous to the Director of a Public Health Department, responsible for professional direction of preventive medicine programs both ashore and afloat, including direction for Occupational Health, Industrial Hygiene, Radiation Health, and Entomology.  EHO’s advise executive level officers in the department of defense on preventive medicine issues, medical plans for refugee populations, safe drinking water, vector control, exposures to hazardous environments and a myriad of public health concerns resulting in the reduction of risks of preventable diseases in Navy, Marine Corps and Joint Operations.  There are NO regular shipboard assignments for EHO’s except for short inspection visits!  
EHO’s focus on prevention and control of diseases in Navy and Marine Corps populations. Most other health professionals limit their scope to diagnosis and treatment of individual patients.  Environmental health is an extension of health related activities outside the Medical Treatment Facility.
