SCHOLARSHIP I

Health Service Collegiate Program (HSCP)

While you complete your Doctor of Optometry degree, you may be eligible to compete for the Navy’s HSCP  This program offers you benefits afforded to active Navy service members including receipt of a salary that exceeds $24,000 per year.  You earn 30 days vacation/yr and receive FREE medical and dental care while in the program.  Additionally, your entire time in the program counts for time in-service towards active duty retirement and pay.  Your job is merely to be the best student you can be.  This is not an ROTC program!  Upon completion of your degree, you will be commissioned as an officer in the Navy.  This scholarship can be applied for year round and is available for 2 to 4 year durations.

SCHOLARSHIP II

Health Professions Scholarship Program (HPSP)

This program offers you the benefit of FULL tuition paid, plus all student fees, book costs, and single rate medical coverage paid for by the Navy.  Additionally, you will receive a monthly stipend, which at current 2001 rates is $1020.  This scholarship is available for 2 to 4-year durations.

THE CAREER

Navy optometrists are stationed at military treatment facilities worldwide and provide comprehensive ocular examinations, including evaluation of ocular health and the prescription of glasses and contact lenses.  Navy optometrists diagnose, treat and manage eye diseases and injuries.  Additional opportunities are available for duty providing contact lens services to submariners and aviation personnel, conducting vision research and the management of spectacle fabrication laboratories.

There are currently 132 positions for Navy optometrists;112 within the US and 20 Outside the Continental US (CONUS).
