The following is a little bit of information about the Navy:

COMMITMENT to the Navy is at least three years.  

FIRST ASSIGNMENT will last at least three years and the location is guaranteed prior to a commitment.  You will be assigned to one of the large or medium sized Navy hospitals.  Clinics and overseas locations are reserved for second tour or experienced nurses.  This allows maximum stability for you and your family.

RELOCATION COSTS are paid for by the Navy whenever you change job locations.  A professional moving company will pack, move, and unpack all of your household goods at no cost to you.

INITIAL TRAINING  is six weeks in Newport, Rhode Island and focuses on the basics of being a Naval Officer; such as, learning about Naval History, Leadership, Military Law, and Rights and Responsibilities of a Naval Officer.

PHYSICAL TRAINING is moderate and not designed to “weed out” people who cannot “hack it.”  The purpose is to help nurses, physicians, allied health professionals and attorneys understand what the Navy is and how it functions.
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
