If you are physically qualified and selected the Navy can give you approximately  $42,000 a year toward your medical school education.  Your tuition is around $25,000.00; I would think your books and fees run $2500.00 a year; we give you a monthly income of $1020.00 per month for 10.5 months; and give you around $3500.00 a year additional income for training or summer internships.  

When you add this up over the three years you have remaining at the Des Moines University this equals approximately $126,000.00 in financial support.  I know to a physician that may seem like a relatively low figure.  Now consider this; after you graduate you will most likely go on to do a residency.  Depending on what you match into, your residency will last three to five years.  During this time your income will be about $32,000 a year.  I know  physicians that have to take out more personal loans to make it through those years as well.  Now after your four year residency the $126,000.00 worth of loans you could have avoided now equals around $160,000.00 in loans.  Most people pay those loans back over 15 years.  A $160,000.00 loan over 15 years at 6% interest equals $243,000.00 for the life of the loan.

I know many persons are skeptical about the military.  There are two individuals in the class in front of yours that just got back last Friday from our officer indoctrination training in Newport, Rhode Island.  They are Justin Morris and Janet Krause; both of them were just as skeptical as you must be right now.  They both would be willing to talk with you about the Navy, this program, and how I treated them last year during this process.  

If you are interested in talking with Justin or Janet please contact them at your school or if you wish I will set up a meeting with those two and anyone interested in the program.  We can meet on campus somewhere or at any convenient place.  

The Navy has too numerous benefits to mention in this forum.  If you’d like more information please contact me or Justin and Janet.  We will get you the information so you can make an informed decision.

The Navy has some outstanding spots to work at.  We are primarily around oceans and gulfs.  We go from Washington State to San Diego on the West Coast and from Maine to Key West, Florida on the East Coast.  Not to mention the beautiful bases we have in Japan, Italy, Spain, and Sicily.  We have over 2500 Navy physicians practicing today; they all can’t be wrong.  We have over 300 scholarships this year; all the scholarships will be given out by approximately March of next year. Don’t let this opportunity pass you by without even researching it.  I can tell you about 15 people from the class in front of you contacted me late last year and we had to tell them no more three year scholarships were remaining.  Don’t wait ask your questions now.
